The student must fulfill all of the following criteria in order to qualify.

2. The student must be a graduating senior in a Cranston public high school and be successfully working to his/her capacity within an academic program of studies.

3. The student must receive the recommendation of the Director of Guidance 

Criteria shall include:

1. Dedication, Spirit, Cooperation in school activities and/or sports participation.

2. Personal Leadership.

3. Team and/or school spirit.

4. Demonstrated growth as a person and an effort to succeed.

4. The student must receive the recommendation of the respective school’s Assistant Principal as a student with a “positive disciplinary record”.  The student has demonstrated “Good Citizenship”, i.e., has shown an exemplary record of positive athletic and non-athletic behavior/sportsmanship.

5. The student has a good record for attendance/tardiness.

An exception may be made for a student who is physically challenged or has suffered from an extended illness.

6. Community Service:  the student has participated in some program as a volunteer helping to improve the quality of the community.

a. Special consideration will be given to participation in a youth sport program (especially CLCF) as a coach, assistant coach, manager, official/referee, etc. 

b. The community service may be non-school connected. The student has not been financially compensated for the Community Service.
