Dear Parent/ Guardian,
	It is amazing how fast this week has flown!  Please continue to visit the Edgewood Highland School webpage for sixth grade information. Many of the students have not been doing their homework and have missed recess several times over the past week.  As a team we have discussed this problem and have decided that this approach is no longer working.  Their behavior in class is slipping as well.
